OPENING THE CONTROL PANEL FOR SERVICE OR TO
GAIN ACCESS TO THE PC BOARD AREA.

To open the control panel and gain access to the PC Board for maintenance or
replacement follow these procedures:

When ready to lower the control panel clese the service door
and remove the key so this does not darnage the control panel
overlay or the Kkey.

o Open the Coin Door, and disengage the 2 Super Clamps holding the control panel.
This can be done by putting your arm through the coin door opening and reach up
to the upper right hand comer of the conirol panel and un-latch the super clamp.
Repeat this process for the clamp in ihe upper left hand comer.

o Toremove the control panel, reinove the four bolts on the hinge that hold the panel
in place, and disconnect the control panel harness.

o To gain access to b2 PC Board remove the cover of the RFI cage by pulling upward
on the Ny-latci fasieners.
